An international educator since 1974 and Headmaster of the International School of Milan since 1985, Terry is more excited than ever by the prospects and opportunities for international learning.  His career has spanned a period of immense strides in our understanding of international curriculum and pedagogy and has seen the establishment of a genuinely professional discourse in this area.  At the same time there is ongoing critical awareness of the challenges we still face and a strong field of research in universities across several continents.   He believes that the years to come will be critical for promoting wider recognition that the principles which lie at the heart of international education are essential components of learning for all children in the twenty-first century.  He hopes that the Alliance for International Education will play a full part in this development along with a wide range of partners working at global and regional levels.

Before becoming a teacher, Terry studied Physics (Natural Philosophy) at Oxford  University but he has always merged scientific interests with a fascination for history and the human context in which ideas are generated.  He has been involved in a wide range of professional activities in education, serving on the Board of Directors of the European Council of International Schools, including two years as Chairman, and leading many accreditation teams to schools in five continents.  For over fifteen years he has published articles and presented at conferences on topics related to international education.
