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In connection with its 2010 World Conference to be held in Melbourne on 7-8-9 July, the 
Alliance for International Education announces a multimedia competition on the theme: 

“A world of views”. 

The competition is open to schools all over the world from international or national systems with no 
exception.    In particular, we  will be looking for entries that creatively consider one or more of the 
following concepts: 

 Global citizenship - what does it mean to you and your school ?  

 Globalisation and Internationalisation – what are the threats and opportunities ? 

 21st Century Learning – what skills will equip you for tomorrow and why? 

 International Mobility – how do you connect  across geographical boundaries ? 

 Collaborating across Cultures – how does education help you relate to other people ? 

 International Perspectives – what does “a world of views” mean to you? 

The competition will be divided into two categories: Primary (up to 11 year of 
age) and Secondary (from 11 to 18 years of age). A prize of € 500 will be 
awarded to the winning school in each category. All winning and shortlisted 
entries will also be screened at the AIE World Conference in July 2010.  

We thank the Council of International Schools for sponsorship of the Prizes 
and for invaluable collaboration in making this competition possible. 

Multimedia compositions can include text, audio, animation, video and music – and they should be no 
longer than 3 minutes duration.  Students are encouraged to use more than one type of media.  
Entries should be submitted from schools, rather than individual students. However a school can 
submit more than one entry. Schools are welcome to develop their compositions in collaboration with 
schools and students in other countries.  It is the responsibility of the school to ensure that the age 
criteria in each category are met by all participants and to ensure that entries must comply with 
international copyright laws. 

How to Participate 

The closing date for entries is 15 May 2010.  Entries should be sent on a DVD,  clearly marked 
“Multimedia Competition  - A World of Views”  and indicating the name and address of the school, the 
category “Primary” or “Secondary”  and a contact person (with email).  DVDs will not be returned to 
the sender and AIE reserves the right to publish or share any entries received.
